Recently Robin has engineered on Polytechnic’s (BMG) debut album ‘Down ‘till 
Dawn’ (mixed by Ken Nelson). He recently produced and composed releases for 
various artists including Liam Frost and The Slowdown Family (La Volta Records), 
Kathryn Edwards (Polydor/ Fiction), The Harrison’s (Sony/ Melodic Records) as well 
as recording, producing and mixing Shady Bard’s exciting debut ‘From the Ground 
Up’ (Static Caravan/ Sony Columbia). 
 
Robin produced, mixed and co-wrote singles “Silent Hotels,” and “Lightbulbs,” for The 
Answering Machine (Regal Recordings). He has recently produced and mixed the 
debut album for hotly tipped artist Magic Arm and is currently working with exciting new 
act Team Turnip.
